Stormwater Amendments to Other Town Regulations
Local Law #4-2006

A local law to amend the Subdivision Regulations, The Zoning Ordinance, and the Standards for Street Design and Construction of the Town of Deerfield, Local Law #4 of the Year 2006.

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Deerfield as follows:
ARTICLE 1. SUBDIVISION REGULATION AMENDMENT

Section 4.03-A of the Subdivision regulations of the Town of Deerfield shall be amended by adding the following:  12.  Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan: A Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) consistent with the requirements of the NYS SPDES General Permit for Construction Activities GP-02-01 and the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law shall be required for Preliminary Subdivision Plat approval. The SWPPP shall meet the performance and design criteria and standards set forth in said law.
Section 4.04 of the Subdivision regulations of the Town of Deerfield shall be amended by adding the following:  F. Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan: A Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) consistent with the requirements of the NYS SPDES General Permit for Construction Activities GP-02 -01 and the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law, and with the terms of preliminary plat approval shall be required for Final Subdivision Plat approval. The SWPPP shall meet the performance and design criteria and standards set forth in said law.
Section 5.06 of the Subdivision regulations of the Town of Deerfield shall be amended by adding the following: C. All grading and drainage provisions shall be designed consistent with the requirements of the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law.
Section 8.01 of the Subdivision regulations of the Town of Deerfield shall be amended by adding the following:  S. Stormwater management and erosion & sediment control facilities required by and designed in conformance with the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law.
ARTICLE 2. ZONING ORDINANCE AMENDMENT

Section 3.02 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Deerfield shall be amended by adding the following definition:  Land Development Activity-Shall be as defined in Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law.
Section 16.04-C-5 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Deerfield shall be amended by adding the following information requirement:  v. Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan: A Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) consistent with the requirements of the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law shall be required for Site Plan Approval.  The SWPPP shall meet the performance and design criteria and standards in said law.
Section 24.04 A of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Deerfield shall be replaced with the following: Review:  The Zoning Board of Appeals shall hear and decide appeals from and review any order, requirement, decision or determination of the Building Inspector or Stormwater Management Officer.
ARTICLE 3.  STANDARDS FOR STREET DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION AMENDMENT

Section c-18 of the Standards for Street Design and Construction, entitled “Storm Water Management”, shall be amended by adding the following:  k.  All stormwater management facilities hereinafter designed and constructed in the Town of Deerfield shall conform to the requirements of the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law.  Where any of the above provisions are in conflict with the Town of Deerfield Stormwater Management and Erosion & Sediment Control Law, the provisions contained in said law shall govern.
ARTICLE 4.  SEVERABILITY AND EFFECTIVE DATE

3.1 Severability

If the provisions of any article, section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this local law shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any article, section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this local law.

3.2 Effective Date

This Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the Office of the Secretary of State.
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
