Hello Greg-

I wanted to give you some answers on the below questions in order to help out.  

· Tenants are decided by screening for suitability and eligibility.  We do background checks, landlord checks, and also take a look at applicant's income and assets to ensure they are eligible.  A large part of our process is marketing the units during construction by reaching out to the community-we've done presentations to local organizations, churches, community organizations, etc. so that community members are aware of how to apply.  Last but not least, we are working on referral agreements with RCIL (https://www.rcil.com/) and Veteran's Outreach Center (https://www.ucdevelopment.org/) so that those organizations can recommend seniors, veterans, and those with disabilities to apply on the waitlist.  

· You're correct-the primary funder of the project is NYS Homes and Community Renewal.  They have issued us competitive federal and state low-income housing tax credits to help provide the residential units and daycare center.  Here is a summary from their website:  https://hcr.ny.gov/low-income-housing-credit-program-9pctRFP
Banks, Insurance Companies, and other high wealth organizations purchase the credits to reduce their federal and state tax burden.  The program has been around since 1986 and has bi-partisan support due to the success and current recognition of the housing crisis facing many communities. 

· You're correct-we have a purchase option in place and will be purchasing the site in the near future (6 acres-not the entire site). 


We look forward to next steps and thank you again for your trust and continued support-I'm happy to answer any further questions you may have as well.
